
GFEBS LESSONS LEARNED FOR MEPRS PERSONNEL

A.  
UPLOAD OF GFEBS vs. STANFINS FINANCIAL SOURCE FILES INTO EASIV:

1) When sites convert to GFEBS, they will continue to process STANFINS data.  All transactions that originated in STANFINS will be completed in STANFINS.  Once a site converts to GFEBS, they will need to import both STANFINS and GFEBS. When STANFINS transactions finally close out (which may take several years), then the sites will only have to import the GFEBS file.  

2) The GFEBS source file can NEVER be uploaded directly into the EASIV application the way that the STANFINS source file can be uploaded because it has to pass through several EASIV parsing edits.  

3) The GFEBS file is sent automatically from the GFEBS office to the EASIV server by the 5th of each month.  If the site does not receive the automatic upload of the GFEBS file by close of business on the 5th day of the month, they should contact AMPO.
4) It is CRITICAL to verify that both the GFEBS and STANFINS files have been uploaded and are available for import in EASIV BEFORE attempting to import any financial source files.  It is recommended that the user always import the STANFINS file first.
B.  AVAILABLE for IMPORT: 
1) To verify that both the GFEBS and STANFINS files are available for import in EASIV, the user should select Systems Interface (in EASIV application), select Available for Import.  Next, select ‘All Source Data’ in the Source Data System Name.  Select the radial button next to the STANFINS and then select IMPORT located at the bottom left corner of the Available for Import screen.  See Figure 1-1 below for a sample of the Available for Import screen.

C.  IMPORTING STANFINS AND GFEBS FILES INTO EASIV FIRST TIME:

1)  After the user selects STANFINS in the ‘Available to Import’ Screen, a new screen will appear 

that has three selections: a.) STANFINS Data Only; b) STANFINS and GFEBS Data; c.) and Return.

      Users should select ‘STANFINS and GFEBS Data’ and should not attempt to import either 

STANFINS or GFEBS files unless both files are available for import.   See sample of Importing 
GFEBS and STANFINS file in Figure 1-2 below.
2)   Although GFEBS users have to select ‘STANFINS and GFEBS Data’ to let EASIV know that both files will be imported, the STANFINS and GFEBS financial files still have to be imported individually.  The selection to import both STANFINS and GFEBS together lets EASIV know that two financial files will be validated together.
2) Users have reported problems using the ‘Return’ key, so please do not select the ‘Return’ key until AMPO has sent notification that the problems with the Return key have been resolved.

3) When the STANFINS and GFEBS individual files are imported, the record for the financial file that was selected for import will reflect a status of “Import in Progress”.  Please note that although the user selected to import both STANFINS and GFEBS, the individual STANFINS and GFEBS files will still need to be imported separately.  The screen will only reflect the status of the file selected during the Available for Import process.  Please do not let the screen confuse the import process because both files will need to be imported individually. Sample provided in Figure 1-3: Import in Progress.

4)  Approximately five (5) minutes after starting the import, the user can check the status of the 



Import by navigating off the ‘System Interface – Available for Import’ window.  The user should 


select another toolbar selection such as the System Services or Pre-Allocated window.  When the user 


navigates back to the ‘System Interface – Available for Import’ window to check the status of the 


Import, the STANFINS and GFEBS File status should reflect ‘Imported’.  See Figure 1-4: 



Imported.
5) Once both financial files are imported, the user can generate and print the Army Financial Pure Data Report under Reports, System Interfaces and select both the STANFINS and GFEBS data.  NOTE: The user can also look at the financial pure data under STANFINS or GFEBS on the Pure File Data Tab; however, they will only see the data for the source file selected.

D. IMPORTING STANFINS AND GFEBS FILES INTO EASIV MORE THAN ONCE:
1) It is very important to understand that if the site has to re-import the GFEBS and STANFINS files more than once, the EASIV import screens are different after the first import.  If the site is re-importing the STANFINS and GFEBS financial files together, then: 

2)  NOTE: If the financial files have to be re-imported, then EASIV will not give the user the screens in 


Figures 1-2. Again, those screens will only appear for the first financial file imported for the fiscal 


month.  
3) Once both financial files are imported, the user can generate and print the Army Financial Pure Data Report under Reports, System Interfaces and select both the STANFINS and GFEBS data.  The user can also look at the financial pure data under STANFINS or GFEBS on the Pure File Data Tab; however, they will only see the data for the source file selected. 

4)   Before re-importing any source financial files, users should review the Pre-allocated Data Status to 


verify that both of the financial source files were already imported.  In Figure 1-5: Pre-allocated Data 


Status, the user can verify that both the STANFINS and GFEBS source financial files for April 2010 


have already been uploaded and imported into EASIV.

5)   Go back into System Interface – Available for Import and select All Source Data to view both the 

     STANFINS and GFEBS data.  See Figure 1-6: Available for Import.

6) Select STANFINS for Import and Select OK.  Refer to Figure 1-7 for the Import of STANFINS window.

7) The STANFINS Import in Progress is initiated individually without GFEBS being imported.  
See Figure 1-8: STANFINS Import in Progress.

8) STANFINS status is changed to Imported.  See Figure 1-9:  STANFINS Imported.

9) GFEBS is selected for Import.  Select OK to Import GFEBS.  Please note that the ‘Imported’ message on the screen is remaining from the successful import of STANFINS and will disappear when the GFEBS import starts.  See Figure 1-10: GFEBS Available for Import.

10)  GFEBS Import initiates. See Figure 1-11: GFEBS Import in Progress.

11)  GFEBS successfully completes the Import process the second time and reflects ‘Imported’ on the 


screen.  See Figure 1-12 for successful Import of GFEBS.

E.  VALIDATION OF STANFINS AND GFEBS FINANCIAL DATA:
1)  Select Available to Validate from the “System Interface” dropdown menu.  If both financial files were imported, select the last data source file imported to validate.  For example, if STANFINS was imported and then GFEBS, select GFEBS to validate.  This will automatically validate both files.  
2) When validation is complete, select the same data source file in the Error Correction Unit to see the errors and warnings generated as a result from validating both files.  In this example, the user would select the GFEBS file to validate.  Upon correction of these errors and warnings, select Revalidate, address any additional E0009 or E0011 exceptions and Revalidate again.  Once all exceptions have been addressed, the financial file will migrate to Direct Expense Accepted as one financial file. 


3)  When refreshing the Systems Interface Financial Report in EASIV, select both STANFINS and GFEBS 
as the Source data.
F.  MISCELLANEOUS INFORMATION:
1) AMSCOs will not be interfaced from GFEBS to EASIV with 8 characters (point account).  Only the first 6 characters will be interfaced from GFEBS to EASIV, and then EASIV will zero fill the remaining two characters.  For example, GFEBS will not be reporting 84770012, but will be reporting 847700.  When this PE interfaces into EASIV, it will be converted to 84770000.

2) EORs are called Commitment Items (CIs) in GFEBS.  Attachment 1 with the new EORs/CIs as of 23 March 2010 is provided as a sample.  It is important to note that because of these new CIs, sites will experience a greater number of E0009 Warnings during the Financial ECU process because these EORs/CIs were not in EASIV in the previous month. 
3)  GFEBS SOF can be reproduced at any time.
4) GFEBS Status of Funds is in the Budget Reporter role in GFEBS. 
5) Fiscal Month in GFEBS will always be a 3-character field; i.e., January 2010 = 004/2010.  Remember that when running the SOF report from GFEBS, to request YTD information with beginning and ending month. 

6) When requesting ‘Funds’ (BS/L equivalent) in Step 4 of the Job Aid to run a Status of Funds Report, always request All Funds by entering "0 - Z".  (That is zero-space-dash-space-letter Z).  

7) Funds Center is the replacement value for ASN.  So, for example, Ft Benning is 74YZ.
8) There is a new Source of Funds (SOF) called P.  This SOF has previously merged with Direct Funds in EASIV so it is not visible in the EASIV system.  The P SOF is being monitored to identify potential problems.  If your site experiences a problem, please contact AMPO.

9) Public Collections are not interfacing into EASIV but should be visible on the GFEBS Status of Funds Report.
10) It is important that the user make a distinction between the Status of Funds (SOF which is the equivalent of the 218 report in STANFINS) Report in GFEBS and the Source of Funds (Direct, Reimbursable, etc) IN the financial data when reading directions.

11) Reimbursables should be visible on the GFEBS Status of Funds and in the Source of Funds. 

12)  All MEPRS GFEBS training is Computer Based.  GFEBS Computer Based Training (CBT) courses are needed for access to the GFEBS Status of Funds (SOF).  Courses needed to get access to the BI Budget Reporter, to gain access to the Status of Funds Report, and to gain access to the EASi: Monitor Outbound Cost Data Interface to Expense Assignment System Internet (EASi) and Error report are listed below.

G.  GFEBS and MEPRS Business Rules:

1) ALL Cost Centers, WBS Elements, and Internal Orders with the MTF Fund Center MUST have a MEPRS code, a DMIS ID code, and the EASi Interface checked in GFEBS.
2) All Cost Centers, WBS Elements, and Internal Orders that do NOT have the MTF Fund Center MUST NOT have a MEPRS code, a DMIS ID code, and the EASi interface checked.

ATTACHMENT 2:  Parsing Reports

Parsing Reports
When GFEBS sends a file to EAS, the DHSS (EAS Program Office) runs the file through a parsing routine which applies edit checks to ensure the file contains valid financial data.  Some of the checks performed are:

Financial data elements:  

Commitment Item, 

Main Account Code, 

Limit, 

Period of Availability – Fiscal Year Date, 

Reimbursable Flag Indicator, 

Functional Area, 

Cost Center, 

Order, 

WBS Element, and 

Fund Center.

This routine also checks the PDMIS ID against the GFEBS Fund Center to ensure only the funds attributed to the GFEBS Fund Center for the MTF is reported to the PDMIS ID.

The routine also checks the DMIS ID to ensure it is a child of the PDMIS ID. 

GFEBS Parsing Reports are generated and sent to the AMPO for review and further redistribution to the MTF.

The instructions below provide guidelines on how to unzip and then review the parsing report when received in a zipped format. 

Step 1: Save the file to your computer
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Step 2: Find the “Zip” File in your computer and right click on it to un-zip it
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Step 3: Select “WinZip” or “Open with WinZip”
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Step 4: Select “Extract to here”
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The file will be extracted in the same location as a “Text” document
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Step 5: Once you can open the Text document the site’s info and the issues that must be corrected can be reviewed.

If the discrepancy is prefaced by the word "Warning", that record will be sent to EAS IV for processing but the user should use the information on the parsing report to get the information updated in GFEBS.  
If the discrepancy is NOT prefaced by "Warning", it is an error and the record causing the discrepancy will NOT be sent to EAS IV.

The required Corrections must be done in GFEBS not in EAS IV. 
The site will coordinate with budget to correct discrepancies.

Once the discrepancies have been corrected in GFEBS the file must be re-generated. 

The site must wait for the new Parsing Report and verify corrections have been made before uploading to EAS IV.
