FY05 MEPRS/EAS IV CHANGES

1. Data Set Business Rules:  EAS IV business rules have been updated for FY05.  The changes are noted below:

· Added:  Business rule 502 was added for Inpatient Cost Pools with a data set indicator of RAW and WTD.  The raw value represents Occupied Bed Days if it is an inpatient code.  All other categories of patients will be blank for the raw data set indicator.  The weighted value represents Minutes of Service for all patients captured on these data sets.  The FCC Include list contains A%, B%, C%, FC%, and FE%.  Cost pools are not allowed.  NOTE: At this time it is unclear exactly when the CHCS enhancements will be completed.  It is anticipated that it should be in early FY05.  Until the CHCS Enhancements are completed, sites will continue to process using the same rules for inpatient cost pools as specified in FY04.  When the enhancements are deployed, sites will be given an EAS IV Utility to update the inpatient cost pool business rules.  Sites will also need to regenerate the WAM file to bring in the minutes of service for the accounts listed on the inpatient cost pool data sets.  Guidance will be provided when applicable.

· Changed:  Business rule 507 is no longer valid for DBA% data sets (see new Business Rule 543).  The Remaining DB% and DC% accounts removed G% from the FCC includes list.

· Added:  Business rule 543 for DBA% Accounts with an FCC includes list of A%, B%, C%, D%, and F% allowing cost pools.  This was done because DBA% data sets no longer allow readiness accounts.

· Changed:  Business rule 510 is no longer valid for DBA% data sets (see new Business Rule 543).  The remaining DDA% accounts removed G% from the FCC includes list.

· Added:  Business rule 544 for DDB% and DDC% Accounts with an FCC includes list of A%, B%, and FC% (no cost pools). These accounts were removed from Business Rule 510 because they are more limiting in what can be reported on their data sets.

· Changed:  Business rule 511 for DDD% and DDE% removed C% and G% from the FCC Include List and changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 512 for DGX% removed C% from the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 513 for DDZ% removed C%, D, and G% from the FCC Include List and changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 515 for DF% changed C% to CA% and changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 516 for DGA% changed C% to CA% and changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 517 for DGB% changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 518 for DGD% changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 519 for DGE% and DGZ% changed C% to CA% and changed F% to FC% in the FCC Include List.

· Changed:  Business rule 520 for DHA% and DHZ% removed G% from the FCC Include List and changed F% to FC% and FE% in the FCC Include List.

2. Master Functional Cost Code Table:  Two new functional cost codes (FCC) were added in FY05, ‘BED’ and ‘BBN’.  FCC ‘BED’ replaces FCC ‘BEZ’ for the Chiropractic Clinic beginning in FY05.  FCC ‘BEZ’ should be deactivated on 9/30/2004.  Sites need to deactivate this account prior to loading the Table Migration release so that the code does not roll forward into FY05.  FCC ‘BBN’ was implemented for the Burn Clinic at Brooke Army Medical Center effective 10/1/2004.  The new accounts cannot be added until after the Table Migration process is completed for FY05.

3. DoD Program Element Code (PEC) Table:  DoD PECs 87738, 87743, 87745, and 87749 were added to the DoD PEC Table effective FY05. DoD PEC 87738 replaces 87723 in FY05.  DoD PEC 87713 will be split into DoD PECs 87743, 87745, and 87749.  However, DoD PECs 87713 and 87723 will remain on the table through FY06 for prior year expenses.
4. Army Program Element Code (PEC) Table:  Several AMSCOs were deactivated in FY05.  Seven AMSCOs were activated in FY05 to support Private Sector Care.  Changes are posted below.

ACCOUNT SUBSET DEFINITION (ASD)

1. Functional Cost Codes (FCCs):  The fourth level of each FCC (B-Z) will be used to identify location of work center unless otherwise indicated.  The fourth level in this document will be indicated with an underscore. 

a. The same FCC cannot be used with a different DMIS ID (i.e., BFEB/0001 and BFEB/0002) within the same MEPRS reporting MTF.  STANFINS does not contain DMIS Ids; therefore, the financial mapping of expense data is done in EAS IV based upon the FCC/DMIS ID combination on the EAS IV ASD Table.  When multiple FCCs with different DMIS Ids are established on the ASD Table, EAS IV does not know which FCC/DMIS ID combination is valid.  Therefore the expense data is mapped to the latest FCC/DMIS ID entry created on the EAS IV ASD Table.

b. “Z” Coding Conventions:  Occasionally, an MTF will have a clinic or activity that does not fall into a standard FCC account.  In such cases, interim, or “Z” codes may be used at the third level.  These codes are designed to allow the system to accommodate new specialties while new permanent codes are being established.  By convention, accounts that are “not elsewhere classified” are identified with a “Z” at the third level.  The Army MEPRS Program Office (AMPO) and TRICARE Management Activity (TMA) must approve the use of all “Z” codes in Army MTFs.
2. DMIS IDs:  FCCs and DMIS IDs must be correct in both the feeder systems and receiving system.  This includes UCAPERS, CHCS, and EAS IV.  EAS IV validates all Functional Cost Codes (FCC) and DMIS IDs on all imported source system data.  EAS IV validates the Parent and Child DMIS ID combinations and the FCCs against the DMIS ID Table and the FCC Master Table, respectively.  Both of these tables can be found under Miscellaneous Standard Tables in EAS IV.  EAS IV validates the FCC/DMIS ID combination against the Account Subset Definition Table which can be found under Site-Specific Tables in EAS IV.

a. Ensure that all Dental FCCs reflect a dental DMIS ID.  This includes EBAN, the dental clinics located in the MTF, and CAA0 and CAA5. 

b. The Veterinary FCC’s and DMIS ID’s should reflect the location of the function.  For instance, all veterinary functions performed at the same location should have the same DMIS ID.

c. Work Centers in Army Health Clinics (AHC) will use the same fourth level if possible, with the appropriate DMIS ID.  Example : BAAQ/0444, CAAQ/0444, BHAQ/0444.  Support services for the same clinic will also use the same fourth level identifier such as EBAQ/0444, EDAQ/0444.

d. DMIS ID’s are updated every month.  Basic changes must be submitted NLT 30 days prior to the end of the month (EOM).  In EAS IV, each FCC must have a corresponding DMIS ID.  Example, BAAA/0001 is Internal Medicine Clinic at Redstone Arsenal.

3. Assignment Sequence Number (ASN):  The ASN will be assigned to each “D” and “E” account on the ASD Table.  Correct ASNs are vital in assuring that Allocation is performed correctly.  The following is the allocation sequence of the “D” and “E” accounts when Support Services are provided by contract or by an installation support service.  When the Support Services (those accounts in BOLD and indented) are manned by the MTF (Example: WRAMC), they will be moved in the Allocation order so they will distribute expenses after the ‘EB’ accounts and before the “EG” accounts (Biomedical Equipment Repair).

DATA SET GUIDANCE

1. There is a data set ID for each FCC/DMIS ID combination used in the allocation process.  All ‘D’ accounts, ‘E’ accounts, and cost pools have a corresponding data set with the appropriate DMIS ID and FCC includes and excludes list.  Data for the data sets are either manually entered, received from CHCS/WAM, created from other data sets, or created from the FTE file received from UCAPERS/DMHRSi.  To establish the Include and Exclude lists, use the FY05 Army Data Set Guidelines forwarded under separate cover.  Listed below are the changes to implement for FY05:

· DBA – Remove GAA% from the FCC Include List.

· DCA – Remove GAA% from the FCC Include List.

· DDB – Remove FBK% from the FCC Include List.

· DDC - Remove C% from the FCC Include List. 

· DFB - Remove B__7 from the FCC Include List.

· DJ – Remove C% from the FCC Include List.

· EBCB – Remove FCG% from the FCC Exclude List.

· EBCC – Remove FCG% from the FCC Exclude List and add FCA%, FCB%, FCC%, FCD%, FCE%, AND FCZ%.

· EBCD – Remove FCG% from the FCC Exclude List and add FCA%, FCB%, FCC%, FCD%, FCE%, AND FCZ%.

· EBCG – Remove FCG% from the FCC Exclude List and add FCA%, FCB%, FCC%, FCD%, FCE%, AND FCZ%.

· EBCH – Remove FCG% from the FCC Exclude List and add FCA%, FCB%, FCC%, FCD%, FCE%, AND FCZ%.

· EBDB – Deactivate code if used for Medical Library and use EBFG.  This was a temporary code until business rules were changed to allow EBD accounts to step down to EBFG.

· EBDQ – Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBFA – Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBFC – Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBFD - Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBFG - Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBFH - Add FEB% to the FCC Include List.

· EBJ – Remove FBZ% from the FCC Include List.  Add GAAE to the FCC Include List for DMIS ID 0075 only.

· EDB - Add GAAE to the FCC Include List for DMIS ID 0075 only.

· EDH - Add GAAE to the FCC Include List for DMIS ID 0075 only.

· EDJ - Add GAAE to the FCC Include List for DMIS ID 0075 only.

· ELA – Remove DCA, FBJ, FBK, and FBL from the FCC Include List.

2. Data Set Rollover:  During Table Migration, the last recorded FY04 values for SQ FT, SQ FT CLEANED, EAC%, EAD%, and EAE% data sets roll forward with their values to FY05.  The values on these data sets roll forward to all 12 months in FY05. Additionally, when a workload data set record is adjusted or added, it will be rolled forward to the end of the FY at the time it is adjusted or added.

3. Logistics ‘EEAA’ Data Set:  SCR 004044 has been submitted to automatically create the EEAA data set.  Until this SCR is developed and implemented in EASi, the following information is provided to gather the information needed to manually populate this data set.

a. Open the Direct Expense Accepted Report located under Standard Reports.

b. Refresh the report to get the most current information for the processing month.

c. Click on any EOR in the report.  This highlights all EORs on the report.

d. Click on the ‘filter’ button (looks like a yellow funnel).

e. In the drop down box, hold down the ‘CTRL’ key, then click on all the 26** and 31** EORs that appear in the list.  Click the OK button.  This will return a report with only 26** and 31** EORs.

f. When entering data in the EEAA data set, be sure to exclude the following EORs: 2690, 2691, 26*I, 26CL, 26CM, 26EE, 26EF, 26EG, 26EH, 26EJ, 26EK, 26EL, 26EM, 26FE, 26FF, 26FG, 26FH, 26FJ, 26FK, 26FL, 26FM, 26GE, 26GF, 26GG, 26GH, 26GJ, 26GK, 26GL, 26GM, 26HE, 26HF, 26HG, 26HM, 26JE, 26JF, 26JG, 26JH, and 26JM.

g. In addition, be sure to exclude EOR 26EB for Subsistence found in EIBA. (Include other 26** and 31** EORs found in EIBA.)
4. Square Footage:  The square footage of buildings owned by the medical facility will be reported by FCC of each workcenter to include mechanical and electrical rooms, overhang entrance ways, etc.  Common areas not identified to a specific area will be charged to EBAA.  Common areas located in a Troop Medical Clinic (TMC) will be reported against the FCC’s located in the MC.  Army Health Clinic common areas are reported against the appropriate EBA* FCC.  As a general rule, total square footage for each FCC will be equal to or larger than the square footage cleaned.  When a workcenter temporarily closes down (doctor gone, renovation, etc.) but it is still receiving utilities, move the square footage to the appropriate EBA* FCC.  Do not delete the square footage.  The total of the square footage data set should remain the same from month to month.  The only time the total of square footage should either increase or decrease is during a major renovation.  Changes to this dataset will be reported in the Monthly Narrative in the Support Services section.

5. Square Footage Cleaned:  Report the square footage cleaned for each FCC that receives housekeeping services.  Common areas that cannot be logically charged to any work center will be charged to the appropriate EFA* FCC.  Do not multiply the square footage cleaned by the number of times cleaned.  The total square footage cleaned will normally be less than the total square footage of the MTF.  Exceptions may occur when the post provides the building/square footage and the MTF provides the housekeeping contract.  When a workcenter temporarily closes down (healthcare provider gone, etc.) and it is still receiving housekeeping services, move the square footage to the appropriate EBA* FCC.  When a workcenter temporarily closes down (renovation, etc.) but it is not receiving housekeeping services, move the square footage to the appropriate EFA* FCC.  The total of the square footage cleaned data set should remain the same from month to month.  The only time the total of square footage cleaned should either increase or decrease is when the housekeeping contract changes.  Changes to this data set will be reported in the Monthly Narrative in the Support Services section.

6. Healthcare Support Services accounts ‘FC’:  For data imported from the Composite Health Care System (CHCS), when the incoming Requesting Functional Cost Code (FCC) is an FC account for an ancillary dataset, the Requesting FCC/DMIS ID is validated in the following order:

a. Step 1:  EAS IV will check the Requesting FCC/Requesting DMIS ID combination on the Account Subset Definition (ASD) Table; if it is a valid combination on the ASD Table, no error will be generated; if it is not a valid combination on the ASD Table, EAS IV will proceed to step 2.

b. Step 2:  EAS IV will check the Requesting FCC/Providing DMIS ID combination on the ASD Table; if it is a valid combination on the ASD Table, EAS IV will replace the Requesting DMIS ID with the Providing DMIS ID and no error will be generated; if it is not a valid combination on the ASD Table, EAS IV will proceed to step 3.

c. Step 3:  EAS IV will check the Requesting FCC/Parent DMIS ID combination on the ASD Table; if it is a valid combination on the ASD Table, EAS IV will replace the Requesting DMIS ID with the Parent DMIS ID and no error will be generated; if it is not a valid combination on the ASD Table, EAS IV will leave the original Requesting FCC/Requesting DMIS ID combination on the record and will produce an error in the Error Correction Unit.
7. Healthcare Services Support codes use on “D” account datasets:  The following paragraphs outline the use of Healthcare Services Support codes on ancillary data sets.  Use the FY05 Army Data Set guidelines to determine which FC accounts can be used on the ancillary data sets.

a. The code ‘FCA’, Purchased/Referred Care, is not used on any “D” account data set.  This code is used to report expenses incurred when the MTF/DTF sends enrolled patients downtown to receive care from a civilian source.  This includes all civilian care and ancillary services received by MTF enrolled patients (active duty and TRICARE eligible) whether the bill is paid by the MTF or not.  See the functional description of ‘FCA’ in the DoD 6010.13-M for a more complete description.

b. Support provided by the MTF at the request of a civilian provider is coded to ‘FCC’, Support to Non-Federal External Providers.  The code, ‘FCC’, will be used on the “D” account data sets to record the support provided to all eligible beneficiaries, regardless of enrollment status, at the request of civilian providers external to the MTF.  See the functional description of ‘FCC’ in the DoD 6010.13-M for further details. 

c. Support to Other Military Medical Activities, FCD, is used to indicate hours loaned to other MEPRS Reporting military medical activities.  This code is also used on the “D” account to report ancillary support to other MEPRS reporting medical activities.  See the functional description of ‘FCD’ in the DoD 6010.13-M for a more complete description.

d. Support to Other Federal Agencies, ‘FCE’, is used to report hours loaned to other Federal agencies (Indian Health Service, Public Health Service, Veterans Administration).  This excludes care rendered by the VA under the auspices of a VA/DOD Sharing Agreement.  This code is used on the “D” account to report ancillary support to other federal agencies.  See the functional description of ‘FCE’ in the DoD  6010.13-M for a more complete description.

e. Support to Non-MEPRS Reporting Activities, ‘FCG’, is used to report hours and expenses in support of Battalion Aid Stations and other activities not reporting a MEPR.  This code is also used on the “D” account to report ancillary support to non-MEPRS reporting medical activities.  See the functional description of ‘FCG’ in the DoD  6010.13-M for a more complete description.

8. Nutrition Management Workload Reporting:  Sites are reminded that DoD 6010.13-M states that inpatients eating in the dining room are counted under occupied bed days.  The raw number of meals served is equal to the number of occupied bed days.  Therefore, inpatient account values that are reported on the EIA Meal Days data set should equal the inpatient account values reported on the OBD data set.  FCCs ADB* and AGH* are not reported on the EIA Meal Days data set.
Another issue brought to the attention of the AMPO staff is that the EIA Meal Days and EIB Meal Days data sets only allow reporting values as a whole number (raw data set indicator).  This is not consistent with the DoD Guidance for reporting the ambulatory, dental, and special program accounts on the EIA Meal Days data set.  Specifically, the DoD guidance states that “meal days are calculated by multiplying the number of breakfast, lunch, and dinner meals served to APV and observation patients, RON and transient patients, emergency patients, labor deck patients or non-patients by the meal day factor percentages of 20 percent for breakfast, 40 percent for lunch, and 40 percent for dinner.”  Using this guidance, meal days for patients other than inpatients would more than likely be a fraction of a whole number.  This means that the data set indicator for the EIA Meal Days data set should be weighted.  Since the total of the EIA Meal Days data set is reported as EIAA on the EIB Meal Days data set, the workload reported on this data set, too, should be weighted. Army issue paper A04-002 has been written for Tri-Service review and approval to change both the EIA and EIB Meal Days data sets to collect data by weighted statistical amounts.  In the meantime, site personnel should ensure that data is being captured according to the guidance and round up to the nearest whole number.
Lastly, the guidance reflected in DOD 6010.13-M for EIC states that is used for inpatient nutrition management yet the data set business rules state to include inpatient, outpatient, and dental accounts.  According to TMA personnel, the references to ‘inpatient’ in the EIC function will be removed on the upcoming revision of the manual. 
PERSONNEL GUIDANCE

1. UCAPERS Personnel Mapping:  The following changes took place in FY04.  

a. All OCONUS Local Nationals will map to the EAS IV Personnel Category of “L”.  Local Nationals with a UCAPERS duty status of ‘FTP’, ‘FTT’, ‘PPT’, ‘TPT’, and ‘SCA’ will map to duty indicator ‘N/A’, Basic Symbol/Limit (BS/L) 0130.1881, and EOR 11AT (EAS IV SEEC 11.50, Foreign National – Direct Hire).  Local Nationals with a UCAPERS duty status of BCA will map to duty indicator ‘BRD’, BS/L 0130.FREE, and EOR 115F (EAS IV SEEC 11.5F, Foreign National Civilian – Borrowed).  

b. The CONUS Borrowed Civilians with a UCAPERS duty status of BCA will map to the EAS IV Personnel Category of ‘C’, duty indicator ‘BRD’, BS/L 0130.FREE, and EOR 111F (EAS IV SEEC 11.1F, Civilian Personnel – Borrowed).  

c. A UCAPERS Branch code of ‘FM’ will report the EAS IV Personnel Category of ‘O/E’, duty indicator ‘BRD’, BS/L 2010.0000, and EOR 117F (EAS IV SEEC 11.7F, Foreign National Military – Borrowed). 

d. Contractors with a Skill Type of ‘5’ will map to duty indicator ‘BRD’, BS/L 0130.1881, and EOR 2568 (EAS IV SEEC 25.65 Other Mis Contracts).

e. Activated Reservists will be reported with the Duty Status of BME with the new Branch Codes of RO for Reserve Officer and RE for Reserve Enlisted.  These branch codes will be assigned the EOR 119B (maps to EASIV SEEC 11.70 Readiness Labor).  The BS/L will be MILP (UCAPERS) which maps to BS/L 2010.0000 in EAS  IV.

2. Reporting ADM (Ambulatory Data Module) Coding by Providers as Administrative Time:
Guidance sent out via e-mail 25 Jun 03, Subject:  Addendum to FY03 Admin Time Guidance – ADM Coding, by AMPO personnel has been amended as follows:

a. Coding in the Ambulatory Data Module (ADM) is inherently an administrative task normally completed by non-provider personnel (medical records technicians, patient administration, etc).  However, after coordinating and discussing this issue with the Clinical Consultants, LTC Patrin and COL Tozier, time spent by providers entering data into the ADM will be reported as patient care time and should be reported with the appropriate “A” or “B” MEPRS functional cost code.  Coding is a different form of the patient assessment and as such, is primarily a HCP task.  Where coding is done on a pile of charts by coding personnel, then it becomes an admin task.  An excerpt of the message from LTC Patrin and COL Tozer; 

“any time spent in conducting the visit itself, whether getting the history, doing the exam, or “patient record charting” was a part of the visit and NOT additional “admin” time! (Providers were asking for “admin time” to do their charting!) Finishing the documentation with the KG-ADS section wraps up that visit.”

“Coding is difficult now because providers are not familiar with the codes.  Superbills help as does having the coders co-located with the providers in the clinic area.  When the electronic patient care record moves forward, there will be drop down menus that simply selection.  However, I acknowledge that for now coding is an added burden to the provider, but emphasize that this is a clinical task – writing the assessment of condition.”

b. The consultant view of the administration portion of ADM coding is:

“Going into depth and reviewing that cursory decision as to how to code the visit for reimbursement purposes, now THAT is “ADM coding,” by the coding office personnel, and should be included in the total resource cost of caring for the patient.”

3. The two categories of reportable administrative time are:

a. MEPRS FCC of EBD*.  Time relating to and unique to the operation and management of hospital departments.

b. MEPRS FCC of EBC*.  Time not directly related to the operation and management of hospital departments.

4. Any activity associated with seeing and diagnosing a patient that results in a treatment decision for a patient is considered “patient visit time” (i.e., documentation is part of the patient visit whether the provider writes the note immediately after seeing the patient or saves the chart to write the note at the end of the day).  Any activity that involves participation in hospital/clinic support (committees), personnel actions, or GME/CME/research is NON-visit (admin) time.

FINANCIAL GUIDANCE

1. Based on questions from the sites, the following information is provided to understand what happens when a Standard Finance System (STANFINS) file is processed through System Interfaces in EAS IV. 

a. COPY:  The STANFINS file is copied into EAS IV and data is available in it’s “purest” state on the pre-imported data tab. The data on this tab is not available in a report.  However, a report can be produced by opening the file in Notepad and printing it.

b. IMPORT:  The STANFINS file is imported into EAS IV. During import, the mappings occur such as the deactivated EORs are mapped to active ones, the incoming SOFs are mapped (incoming A and F SOFs are changed to an R; incoming blank SOFs are changed to a D; otherwise they remain as on the incoming record, (D)irect, ®eimbursible or (S) Resource Sharing). Since the Parent DMIS ID is not contained in the STANFINS file, it is mapped using the Allotment Serial Number and Operating Agency (ASN/OA) and Parent DMIS ID on the ASN/OA Table to the Parent DMIS ID of the user currently logged on to the system. 

c. VALIDATE:  Several actions occur prior to the file being validated:  
1) Obligations received for military pay, free receipts, reservists, or depreciation are retained in the pure file only;
2) Incoming prior year obligations (obligations associated with a prior year on the incoming record) are retained in the pure file only;

3) Personnel records (salary expenses) contained in the STANFINS file are retained in the pure file only.  Personnel records in the STANFINS file remain in the pure file because the personnel records from UCAPERS records are used instead.  Otherwise, a duplication of salary expenses would be experienced.  The system determines if a record is a personnel record by the Service-unique Expense Element (SUEE).  This is done by mapping the SUEE to a Standard Element of Expense Code (SEEC) which, in turn, is mapped to a SEEC Category and ultimately to a Schedule Type P = Personnel or F = Financial).  Immediately below are the SEECs mapped to the SEEC Categories and below that are the SEEC Categories mapped to the data type.  Note, no records are ever deleted for the Army without user intervention. 

4) All FCC/DMIS ID combinations and expense codes are validated against the appropriate table in EAS IV.  Additionally, beginning with the second month of the fiscal year (November), the edits for current financial records versus previous financial records (E0009) and previous financial records versus current financial records (E0011) begin.

2. Readiness Account Reporting Guidelines:  With the increased interest in the GWOT expenses and the emphasis to provide uniformity in the reporting of these expenses, business rules for reporting of the readiness expenses have been developed.  Guidelines were provided to the sites and are posted to the AMPO web page.  A Business Objects query is posted in the Corporate Documents of the EAS IV Consolidated Repository.  This query identifies readiness business rule outliers which must be reviewed, researched, and corrected, or justified.  Additionally, readiness business rule outliers have been added to the Site Summary Report and are checked with each transmission to the EAS IV Repository.

PENDING SYSTEM CHANGE REQUESTS
The following system change requests (SCRs) were submitted to the MEPRS Management Improvement Group (MMIG) for review.  These SCRs have been approved for implementation when funding is available.
1. SCR 024043:  Currently, EAS IV does not have edits to stop contractor salary expenses and nonavailable FTE/workhours from coming in from the personnel systems, resulting in incorrect data being reported.  SCR 024043 was submitted with the following recommendations:

a. Create an exception code that results in an error when salaries are received from the personnel source system on a personnel record that maps to DoD SEEC Category 5 (Contractual Services).

b. Create an exception code that results in an error when nonavailable workhours or nonavailable FTEs are received from the personnel source system on a personnel record that maps to DoD SEEC Category 5 (Contractual Services).

c. Create an exception code that results in an error when a personnel category code other than X is received from the personnel source system on a personnel record that maps to DoD SEEC Category 5 (Contractual Services).

d. In Personnel Adjustments, limit the personnel category dropdown list to X for personnel records that map to DoD SEEC Category 5 (Contractual Services).

Until such time that the SCR is implemented, sites should not report salary expenses and non-available FTE/workhours for contractor records.

2. SCR 034005:  Currently, EAS IV does not have edits to stop personnel records coming in that have mismatched personnel keys such as a personnel category of ‘C’, service-unique expense element that maps to military personnel, and/or basic symbol/limit that maps to civilian personnel.  SCR 034005 has been submitted with the following recommendations:

a. Create exception codes for all Services that would result in errors in initial validation when incoming personnel records do not meet valid personnel combination requirements.  Personnel combination requirements will include the following fields:

· Personnel Category

· Duty Indicator

· SUEE

· BS/L

b. Modify the Personnel Adjustment function to prevent the erroneous entering and adjustment of personnel data following the same valid combination requirements.
3
SCR 024039:  Currently, Services do not have a uniform reporting for Foreign National – Free Receipts.  Because of the inconsistency, Services are reporting the data differently and in some cases it causes the allocated data to appear with incorrect results.  SCR 024039 has been submitted with the following recommendations:

a. Implement a new DoD SEEC Category for SEEC 41.15 mapping to Schedule Type P. (Added DoD SEEC Category B to the FY04 Table)
b. When migrating and/or manually adjusting a personnel record mapping to the new DoD SEEC Category, create a direct expense accepted record.  Apply the salary expenses but do not create an obligation because it is a free receipt record. (Application change not made yet)
c. Display SUEEs that map to DoD SEEC Categories 1, 2, 5, A, and B, on the User-Defined Tables and Personnel Adjustments SUEE dropdown lists.  (Application change not made yet)
d. Update the Services’ SUEE to SEEC mapping tables to include the new mappings for SEEC 41.15.  (Army SUEE 4115 is mapped to DoD SEEC 41.15)
4. SCR 004044:  Currently, the EEAA (Medical Logistics) data set must be manually entered in EAS IV using data from the Direct Expense Accepted Report.  SCR 004044 was submitted to create this data set automatically using the following business rules for Army sites.

a. The EEA data sets will no longer be accessible by the user or visible to the user through Workload Adjustments.  It will be visible in the Data Set Accepted and Data Set Allocated Reports.

b. The system will automatically generate the data set using SUEEs that map to 26.15, 26.20, 31.10, 31.15, and 31.20 with the exception of SUEE 26EB.

5. SCR 034002:  Currently, EAS IV can complete allocation with unallocated expenses remaining.  This occurs when an ancillary or support services account reports workload to only itself (EDDA reports EDDA workload only) or when a cost pool contains accounts that are already closed.  SCR 034002 has been submitted with the following recommendations:

a. Create an error exception code when an ancillary or support service account attempts to allocate to a cost pool that contains only closed accounts.  Check for this situation after the Step Down Support Services Expense Data and Distribute Ancillary Expense Data allocation steps are performed, before calculating the Service Unit Costs.  If the error occurs, the Distribute Ancillary Expense Data step will complete with errors and the user will be asked if he or she would like to go to the Error Correction Unit to view the errors.  This functionality will perform the same way as when errors occur in the Pre-allocation Validation step.  After the user fixes the data, he or she will have to run Allocation again, which should be successful if the errors were fixed correctly.  Note that this new check will only be performed for Net Month Allocation runs.  It cannot be performed for YTD Allocation runs because data set information is month specific.
b. Create an error exception code when an ancillary or support service account reports workload to only itself. Check for this situation during the Pre-allocation Validation Step prior to the expense allocation process. This functionality will perform the same way as when errors occur in the Pre-allocation Validation step.  After the user fixes the data, he or she will need to run Allocation again, which should be successful if the errors were fixed correctly. Note that this new check will only be performed for Net Month Allocation runs.  It cannot be performed for YTD Allocation runs because data set information is month specific.
6. SCR 014033:  Currently, EAS IV has two exception codes to check workload received in the current month but not in the prior month (E0056) and workload received in the prior month but not received in the current month.  SCR 014033 was submitted to remove these two exceptions.

7. SCR 034041:  Currently, during the pre-allocation validation exception code E0065 edit check, an unacceptable number of warnings are created on for DBA*, DBB*, DCA*, or DIA* data sets where the raw amount equals the weighted amount.  All of these data sets come from CHCS.  SCR 034041 was submitted to remove these functional cost codes from the E0065 edit check.  Note, a warning exception will still occur if the raw amount equals the weighted amount for DDD*, DDE*, or DHA* data sets.

8. SCR 034003: Currently, when an EAS IV file is transmitted to the EAS IV Repository the ASD table is part of the file transmitted. However, the EAS IV Repository only adds new records.  It does not take the updates to existing EAS IV records such as changes to description, assignment sequence number, etc. and update the matching record in the EAS IV Repository.  SCR 034003 was submitted with the following recommendation:
a. Create an update statement to load all new ASD records coming into the EAS IV Repository as well as update existing records if one of the following fields has a change:

· 4th Level Functional Cost Code Description

· ASN

· Data Set Identifier
9. SCR 024003:  Currently, the EAS IV Repository does not store the Personnel Pure Report.  SCR024003 was submitted to add a new class to the EAS IV Repository universe to capture the Personnel Pure data from EAS IV.

10. SCR 044001:  Currently, the edit on the duty indicator of LND restricts the functional cost codes to FCD, FCE, FCF, and FCG.  In FY 2000, functional cost code FCF was deactivated and rolled into functional cost code FCC. Sites previously used FCF to report personnel working in civilian hospitals taking care of patients enrolled with the MTF.  The Army has MTFs that loan personnel to civilian hospitals. Therefore, the only functional cost code that applies in this situation is FCC – Support to Non-Federal External Providers.  An SCR was submitted to change the edit for the Personnel Duty Indicator of LND to accept FCC, FCD, FCE, and FCG.

11. Issue Paper A04-002 (SCR not assigned yet) – Currently, EAS IV does not allow site users to correct, add, or adjust personnel records that map to DoD SEEC Category 0 – Free Receipts.  This occurs because EAS IV has requirements that limit the SUEE dropdown lists to certain DoD SEEC Categories for Personnel data.  The personnel requirements state that the dropdown list in ECU and Adjustments be limited to SEEC Categories 1 (Military Personnel), 2 (Civilian Personnel), 5 (Contractual Services), and A (Reservist).  In the Army, SUEE 41FR maps to SEEC 41.10 and SEEC Category 0 (Free Receipts). SUEE 41FR is a valid SUEE and EAS IV allows it to pass through the validation process.  However, once it is in Adjustments, the user cannot adjust personnel records with this SUEE.  Therefore, Volunteer (V) and Other (T) personnel records cannot be corrected, added, or adjusted in EAS IV.  Because of this situation, Army has submitted an issue paper for Tri-Service review to resolve this inconsistency.

ADDITIONAL TERMINOLOGY/DEFINITIONS/GUIDANCE

1. Order of Processing:  In EAS IV, if you change the order in which data is processed, chances are that fewer errors and/or warnings will occur.  For instance, if numerous errors and warnings are created each month, try adding the manual entries prior to validating the financial, personnel, and/or workload data types.  The reason to do this is because EAS IV validates the incoming file with the most current accepted file.  The system does two types of validation.  The first type of validation checks for a record received in the current file that did not have a matching record in the previous month processed.  This is a warning for all data types.  The second type of validation checks for a record contained in the most current month processed but not received in the incoming file.  This is a warning for personnel and workload data types and is simply included to remind users to enter all data prior to the Allocation process.  The validation check is an error for the financial data type because the financial file is a year-to-date file and EAS IV uses the year-to-date record to calculate the month net expenses and obligations.
2. Reprocessing and Retransmitting:  The requirement to reallocate and retransmit depends on the type of data that you are changing:

a. Adjustment of direct expenses (financial), all succeeding months must be reallocated and transmitted.

b. Adjustment of personnel data, expense or FTE’s (always month unique), only the affected month has to be reallocated and transmitted.

c. Adjustment of data on the data sets (always month unique), only the affected month has to be reallocated and transmitted.

The rule is:  Anytime you make adjustments to your data, the file must be reallocated and transmitted.  Recommend making all the adjustments for a particular month at one time, then allocate and transmit that month.  Otherwise your EAS IV data may not be in sync with the data in the EAS IV Repository.

3. Generic Amount Service Unit:  The term, Generic Amount, used in conjunction with the Service Unit, indicates the allocation factor for a cost pool.  This means that the allocation factor can be anything that gives the best distribution of the cost pool expense.  The same values must be used for each requesting FCC, such as, FTE, per cent of time, or weighted procedures.  

4. Man hours and expenses will be reported for all FCC’s unless otherwise annotated.

5. Case Management:  Effective 1 October 2002, Functional Cost Code (FCC) ELA – TRICARE and Managed Care Administration will be also be used to capture Case Management FTEs.  Effective 1 October 2003, ELA2 will be used to capture Case Management – GWOT FTEs. 

6. MEPRS Early Warning and Control System (MEWACS):  MEWACS is an interactive data quality tool that highlights potential MEPRS data anomalies in a timely, consistent manner.  MEWACS was developed in March 2002 in response to the needs of MEPRS users to monitor data quality at their respective installations.  MEWACS is refreshed each month with up to 24 fiscal months of data.

a. MEWACS Online Home:  The Home Page of MEWACS Online provides an overview of the tool, a navigation menu, and links to supporting MEWACS documentation.  The Home Page can be accessed at the following URL:        http://www.tricare.osd.mil/ebc/rm_home/mewacs/mewacsol/index.cfm.

b. MEWACS Features:  The navigation menu, which appears on the left-hand side of each page, lists all current MEWACS tabs.  Click on a button in the menu to advance to the metric of your choice.  The navigation menu also includes a Question/Comments button that can be used to submit questions or feedback.

Clicking the appropriate button in the navigation menu allows you to access supporting MEWACS documentation.  To view a list of MTFs flagged in the current release of MEWACS, click the ‘Executive Summary’ button.  Click the ‘Download MEWACS’ button to obtain the current release of MEWACS in Excel format.

Previously uploaded MEWACS files are also available for download in Excel format from this page.  To obtain a previous file, click ‘MEWACS Archive’ and select the file of your choice.  The data extraction date on the upper right corner indicates the most recent date when the data were derived from the EAS IV Repository.

c. MEWACS Online Users Guide:  The MEWACS Online Users Guide describes the various metrics and features of MEWACS Online.  The MEWACS Online Users Guide can be accessed and downloaded from the following URL:        http://www.tricare.osd.mil/ebc/rm_home/mewacs/molusersguide.cfm.
6. Data Validation:  Site personnel are expected to validate data prior to each monthly transmission.  There are several sources of information available in which to reconcile/validate data.  Listed below are procedures, checklists, web sites, etc. that are available to site users to assist them in data validation and analysis. 

a. Reconciliation Procedures: Use these procedures to reconcile the data prior to running Allocation. Financial, workload, and personnel reconciliation procedures can be found on the following web page:

b. Data Set and Allocation Checklist: Use this checklist to enter and validate data prior to running Allocation.  The last section of the checklist provides the report location to check to ensure that all accounts completely allocate.  It is maintained on the following web page:

http://ampo.amedd.army.mil/main/bestpractice
c. Site Summary Report:  Reports are created for each site when an EAS IV transmitted file is loaded in the EAS IV Repository.  Reports are usually sent to the site within one business day from the date the file is loaded.  Reports cover unallocated expenses, personnel mismatched records, salary expenses reported for contractors and volunteers, and data set anomalies.  The site’s narrative is used, if available, when the Site Summary Report is created.

d. On-line MEWACS Report:  The On-line MEWACS report is reported monthly.  Data is captured on the 20th of the month (or the first business day following the 20th) and is posted within 2 weeks.  The On-line MEWACS Report provides delinquent reporting metrics, unallocated expenses, discrepancies between total visits reported in the CHCS Worldwide Workload Report (WWR) to the total visits in the EAS IV Repository, 3rd level FCC cost per visit and cost per disposition, MTF outliers, and MTF variances compared to the MHS.  It can be found on the following web page:  http://www.tricare.osd.mil/ebc/rm_home/mewacs/mewacsol/index.cfm
7. MEPRS Data Reprocessing Instructions:  TMA re-evaluated the impact of MEPRS reprocessing on data quality.  The study was prompted in response to MEPRS-based metrics included in the Health Affairs (HA) Instrument Panel, a standard set of measures presented monthly to DoD senior leadership.  According to the DoD 6010.13-M, the official MEPRS policy document, MTFs must submit their MEPRS data to the EAS IV Repository within 45 days of the end of each month. Data quality tools such as the MEPRS Early Warning and Control System (MEWACS) measure compliance in accordance with this criterion.  The HA Instrument Panel, however, interpreted compliancy with the 45-day reporting requirement differently.  The HA Instrument Panel considered an MTF to be compliant with respect to reporting policy only if (1) the facility submitted data within the 45-day suspense, and (2) the facility did not reprocess the data after the original transmission.  The rationale for this perspective was that facilities may submit preliminary MEPRS data to meet the suspense date, but then finalize the data by reprocessing.  The HA-based metric assumed that reprocessing significantly changes data values.   TMA leaders examined the extent to which reprocessing affected MEPRS data and found that less than 2% of the data changed.  Therefore, sites no longer have to wait 30 days after the MEPRS suspense data to reprocess their data.

8. Resource Sharing:  The new TRICARE contracts have realigned the financial responsibility for resource sharing from a contractor-reimbursed function to an MTF-reimbursed responsibility.  Since there are no workload counts to determine the contractor's reimbursement, there is not a need to continue utilization of the previously established 4th level resource sharing codes.  In preparation for 1  October 2004, the following FCCs will be deactivated, B**6, B**7, B**8, and B**9.  We will continue to use B**S for all other resource sharing agreements such as VA sharing agreements. Inactivation of these codes must be coordinated with your Patient Administration Division and your CHCS coordinator.  You must also rebuild your appointment templates in the ADM utilizing the appropriate 4th level FCC, i.e., BAAA, BAA5.  If you have any questions regarding the above, please contact your respective MEPRS RMC or AMPO analyst.

�  Ambulatory Procedure Visits (APV) are a by-product of the Ambulatory Procedure Unit (APU).  The “5” at the fourth level is used to identify clinical specialties utilizing the APU, such as BAA5, BBA5, etc.  These codes are used on the data sets for the APU’s.  The B**5 MEPRS codes must be recorded on Outpatient Visits and Total Visits Data Sets.





�  Ambulatory Procedure Visits (APV) are performed by Resource Sharing providers in an APU.  B**7 may be used through Fiscal Year 2004 and then must be deactivated.





�  MCS Resource Sharing – Non Cash includes TRICARE Providers & Partnership Visits performed in the MTF.  A/B**9 may be used through Fiscal Year 2004 and then must be deactivated.





�  MCS Resource Sharing - Cash Reimbursement is a cash payment from the MCS Contractor to the MTF Commander for MTF marginal costs resulting from resource sharing workload where the contractor gets the credit. A/B**8 may be used through Fiscal Year 2004 and then must be deactivated.





�  MCS Resource Support - The contractor provides services (supplies and personnel, but no cash) with the MTF providing upfront reimbursement for the services.  Resource support is a contracting mechanism for the MTF.  There is no BPA impact with resource support. A/B**6 may be used through Fiscal Year 2004 and then must be deactivated.





�  Other Resource Sharing - All other non-MCS contract type resource sharing agreements, such as VA sharing agreements.





�  Observation Unit Visits - Services furnished by a hospital on the hospital's premises, including the use of a bed and periodic monitoring by the hospital's nursing or other staff.  Services must be reasonable and necessary to evaluate an outpatient's condition or determine the need for a possible admission to the hospital as an inpatient.  Such services are covered only when provided by the order of a physician or another individual authorized to admit patients to the hospital or to order outpatient tests.  Most observation care services do not exceed one day.  Some patients may require a second day of services.  Only in rare and exceptional cases do observation services span more than two calendar days. 
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
